We use a mariety of fechnigues to encourage children to engage actively in learning Geography: these
include role-play, building and discussions. We may also use svideos to show places in which are notk
possible to misit so they hanve a richer understanding. We use a multi- sensory and kinaesthetic approach
We aim to make lessons enterfaining and enjoyable in order to develop a positive attibude to the learning
of Geography. We build children’s confidence through constant praise for any contribution that they
make in the lesson, howener tentative.
We allow for differentiation by:

T using peer support;

T selting common tasks which are open-ended and can have a variety of responses;

T providing resources of different complemxities, matched to the ability of the child;

Geography and inclusion

AL our school, we feach Geography to .all children, whatenver their ability. Geography forms part of the
school curriculum policy to provide a broad and halanced education to all children. Through our
Geography teaching, we provide learning opportunities that enable all pupils to make progress. We do
this by setting suitable learning challenges and responding to each child's different needs. We strive to
meet the needs of those pupils with special educational needs, those with disabilities, those with special
gifts and talents and those learning English as .an additional Language, and we take all reasonable
steps o achieve this. We enable pupils to harve access to the full range of activities irwolved in learning
Geography.



The contribution of Geography to teaching in other curriculum .areas

English - The learning of Geography contributes to the demvelopment of our children's Listening and
speaking skills. It also develops the children’s understanding of various aspects of grammar and
emphasises the importance of knowing the role of different word types in sentence struchure, particularly
when they are asked to arficulate their views or write them down.

Mathematics -Children reinforce their coordinate learning as they will be use to looking at compasses
Personal, social and health education (PSHE) .and citizenship - children will have a better understanding
of different culbures and increase inguistivity and tolerance. Discussions as a class will give children
confidence, awhich in turn increases self-esteem and gives them a more positive attitude to school in
general.

Assessment

We assess the children’s progress by making informal judgements during lessons or through the work
the pupils produce, against the attainment targets set out in the National Curriculum 2014 . Marking and.
~erbal. feedback provide guidance to help progress. At relevant fimes, the feacher makes a summary
judgement about the attainment of each pupil in relation to the skills set ouk in the National Curriculum

programme of study and age related excpectations, using the Skills and Knowledge ladder (see appendin
) to inform this.

Monitoring and review

The coordination and planning of the Geography curriculum are the responsibility of the subject leader,
who also supports colleagues in their teaching, by keeping informed about current developments in the
subject and providing a strategic lead and direction for this subject.
